Magistrate

Mr. Dye, magistrate for the 7th District, spoke about:

· How the Oldham County Magistrates (there are eight) work with the Oldham County government

· The physical layout of the 7th District

· The approximately 7,100 people in our district

· The committees on which he serves - jail, finance and public safety

· He is our conduit to the Oldham County government (judge)

· Oldham County Web site - www.oldhamcounty.net

· The bureaucracy with which he deals - Jefferson County, three subdivisions, two sewer districts, two road districts, three fire departments, etc. 
· Liter’s Quarry - personally does not think the mining is a long term situation; convinced Liter’s Quarry to send the letters to the homeowners about the mining; cost prohibitive to mine too deep for too long; mine is not an open face mine, it is similar to a coal mine

· Sewer plants:

· Willow Creek plant will be shutting down

· Orchard Grass plant will take over as it has the capacity in the short term
· One of three long term solutions:

· New sewer plant will be built     OR
· Hyde Creek plant will handle sewage     OR
· Ohio River plant will handle sewage

· $350,000 given to Oldham County by Brentwood developer to improve Clore Lane. Looking into options, including lighting
· Park and Tarc moving to Apple Patch thanks to grant

· Building larger lot

· Will include lighting

· Waiting shelter

· Include other features for bikers and hikers as well

· Construction should begin any time

· Completion should be approximately 18 months after building begins

· Took questions
· Opening burning? See Oldham County Web site and contact Emergency Services with questions

· Dead tree in creek by Briar Hill Park entrance? Tree might be on private property. E-mail him and he can look into the situation

· Can anything be done about LG&E power failures? Audit could be done to show which trees need to be cut back, whether squirrel guards on lines are needed, etc. E-mail him for information about a previous audit of the power lines

· Handed out voter’s registration cards

· Never hesitate to contact him with any situation (502-423-7371 or electbobdye@yahoo.com)

Brian - Budget

· Handouts available
· Reviewed 2011 and proposed 2012 budget
· Handled questions about liens, costs for attorney to handle liens, are foreclosures causing liens and insurance costs

Brian - Code Enforcement

· Fairly few issues this year

· Web site helpful to report anything seen as you drive in/out of the neighborhood

· Can only enforce what is in the neighborhood restrictions

· Issues with maintaining vacant lots will be addressed soon
· Have formal complaint process

· Board contacted about situation

· Code Enforcement Officer takes pictures and investigates each complaint

· Code Enforcement Officer and/or the Board determines what, if any action, is needed

· Code Enforcement Officer contacts neighbor preferably in person, but by certified mail if necessary

· Neighbor has 15 days to respond

· Code Enforcement Officer and neighbor agree on solution

· Neighbor has 15 days to implement solution

· We can correct the situation and bill the neighbor if situation not rectified

· Took questions about trash cans by curb all week, mowed grass being spewed into the street, increased mowing expenses, etc.

Jeff -  President’s report
· Eagle Signs, Phase III

· Two signs remaining - stop sign at Jones Trace on street light pole and Shadow Creek, Children Playing sign

· Sign repaired at Jones Trace and Gilliam

· Erosion at the park

· Using RediRock for retaining wall

· Wall to be approximately 3 feet tall and 40 feet long

· Will back fill to wall and correct any landscaping problems

· Company unresponsive with obtaining contract

· New company has been contacted
· Tree in creek, which is causing erosion, to be revisited

· E-mail board with any maintenance or code compliance issues

· Shadow Creek lights broken several times
· Shadow Creek curb has been damaged - unsure if it can be repaired for a reasonable amount
· Street light outage or leaning light poles can be called into LG&E by anyone

· Landscaping doing well

· Shadow Creek landscaping needs watering extended to very end of flowers

· Shadow Creek entrance seems more weeds than grass - kill and reseed might be in order

· If you notice that the garbage and/or recycling truck leaks oil, call IDE - the more complaints, the better chance of getting this rectified; Be PROACIVE! (Can call and/or e-mail Bob Dye too)

· Took questions about new contract for holiday decorations; Jeffrey Rogers not available to answer
Sue - Web site

· Swap and Shop Web page available for anyone living in the neighborhood

· Use Web site to submit ad

· Ad sent to board for approval

· If approved, ad is automatically posted

· Most ads will probably be approved

· Ads containing inappropriate language will not be approved

· Business ads for neighbors are permitted

· Took questions about ads being able to post pictures or attachments - checked this out and they cannot; Webmaster is checking with programming to see if it is possible to add this feature for a minimal amount
