Although the Briar Hill Homeowner’s board has not had a formal meeting recently, the board members have been very busy and in frequent contact with each other, working on a number of issues. This posting is intended to provide an update in lieu of formal meeting minutes. A meeting will be held soon to finalize some of the projects we have underway.

After the winds of early March, there were several street signs blown out of line and a number of street lights were knocked about. All of the signs have now been straightened and work orders to fix the lights have been set up with LG&E. As a reminder, whenever anyone sees street light problems, any resident can place a call to LG&E to report them. Just call the same number you would use to report power failures and follow the prompts.

There have been occasional violations of the Briar Hill covenants and deed restrictions that have been addressed as they have arisen. In particular, there is one property that has reached an extreme condition. Resolving this requires going beyond normal measures, and new angles are being pursued with Oldham County. In addition, some property owners have submitted plans for new building projects and these are reviewed by the Code Compliance Office and the board.
The treasury is in good shape for our upcoming needs. Delinquent homeowners' dues are being worked on for collection. Annual dues for this year reverted to the previous level after the major parts of the signage project were completed.

We have several bids for refreshing the landscaping at both entrances. One will be chosen very soon.

A new project for this year is the installation of a retaining wall in the creek behind the landscaping at the park entrance. Erosion has been eating into the bank. We are close to completing a contract to install a wall.
