Minutes of February meeting approved.

Maintenance:  American Lawncare will be used for 2009 neighborhood entrance maintenance.  Lindsay Marie Irrigation will be used to turn on and off irrigation system in .  Street signs should all be in place by the end of March. We have 100% of signed responses concerning the stone markers.  Eleven markers will be removed and nine will remain.  Those that remain will become the sole responsibility of the homeowner.  Four bids were received for removal of the stone markers with the contract going to the lowest bidder: M R Decorative Concrete.  The completion date for removal is set for the end of May.   Flower beds at both entrances to be planted in mid May.

Treasurer: $52,589 in bank.   Neighborhood dues were/ are being collected. There are currently 351 homes in Briar Hill Estates.  Forty-nine homeowners were assessed $25 late fees. One lien was cleared at the sale of the home.  Liens plus accruing interest remain on 2 properties for non-payment of dues. 

Code Enforcement: Continued discussion of speeding article to be in neighborhood newsletter.  Request for in-ground pool on Perrin approved.  Two requests for approval: playground and shed.  These are awaiting more information.
